Позакласна  робота з іноземної мови є невід’ємною частиною цілісного навчально - виховного процесу . Як і в навчальній роботі, в ній реалізуються практичні, освітні,  виховні і розвиваючі можливості предмету .  

Позакласна робота робить можливим значне розширення потенціального словника студента, охоплює велике коло проблем і питань, які виходять за межі програми, поглиблює  соціокультурні знання  студентів.  Крім того  позааудиторна діяльність дозволяє залучити студентів до неформального вивчення іноземної мови, коли максимально враховуються їхні особисті потреби, оскільки вони самі обирають той чи інший гурток або беруть участь у тому чи іншому заході. 

Студенти, які не можуть  з різних причин реалізувати себе на занятті, мають можливість розкрити свої приховані здібності під час позакласної роботи, адже саме тоді  створюється спеціальна атмосфера взаєморозуміння і співробітництва . 

Одна з форм проведення позакласної роботи – групова. До цієї форми відноситься гурткова робота, яка  характеризується постійним складом членів гуртків, цілеспрямованістю,  систематичністю та чітким плануванням. 

Засідання гуртка проводяться два рази на місяць. Це не просто  засідання гуртка в аудиторії, але й заочна подорож, мозковий штурм, рольова гра чи змагання тощо ( наприклад :  “New York . The Statue of Liberty “, "The Tower of London" - заочна подорож,  “ Queen Victoria”  - змагання , ”B.Franklin “ - рольова гра ) .  

Основною метою гуртка є створення позитивної мотивації до вивчення іноземної мови, удосконалення  фонетичної компетенції студентів, розширення їх лексичного запасу та виховання зацікавленості у вивченні іноземної мови в цілому. Процес оволодіння іноземною мовою на  засіданнях  гуртка формує пізнавальні інтереси студентів та сприяє їх духовному становленню. Поряд з цим важливо дати студентам наочне уявлення про життя, традиції, мовні реалії  англомовних країн. Для досягнення цієї мети  можна використовувати відеофільми, що сприяє реалізації найважливішої вимоги комунікативної методики: « …Представити процес оволодіння  мовою як розуміння живої іншомовної дійсності…»  Використання відеозаписів забезпечує індивідуалізацію навчання й розвиток умотивованості мовної діяльності студентів. 

Прояви творчості можна стимулювати за допомогою різних завдань . Це можуть бути  монологи – міркування на задану тему, обговорення проблемних ситуацій, рольові  ігри. Наприклад : 

· опишіть стан героя під час подій, що відбувались; 

· висловіть свою думку  щодо поведінки одного з героїв у конкретній ситуації; 

· опишіть характер, зовнішність героя, використовуючи якнайбільше прикметників, лексичних одиниць, що були подані до перегляду уривка, ідіом; 

· розіграйте діалог з уривка; 

· ви – один з героїв, поясніть поведінку в запропонованій ситуації (чому ви так діяли); 

· як би ви вчинили на місці героя; 

Можна запропонувати здійснити драматизацію діалогів та окремих сцен. Завершити роботу над фільмом можна створенням  рекламного анонсу на переглянутий фільм. Нижче ми наводимо приклад завдань для роботи з фрагментом відеофільму   “Charlie and the Chocolate Factory “ .

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Queen Victoria
 (1819 – 1901) 
Queen Victoria was born on May 24, 1819. She was the only daughter of Edward, Duke of Kent, fourth son of George III. Her father died almost immediately after her birth thus she became heir to the throne because the three uncles who were ahead of her in succession - George IV, Frederick Duke of York, and William IV - had no legitimate children who survived.

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Queen Victoria was mostly of German descent. Queen Victoria was the last monarch to reign in the House of Hanover. During World War I the royal family took the name Windsor to distance themselves from their German ancestry.

Warmhearted and lively, Victoria had a gift for drawing and painting; educated by a governess at home, she was a natural diarist and kept a regular journal throughout her life. On William IV's death in 1837, she became Queen at the age of 18. 

_______________________________________________________

Queen Victoria was actually christened as Alexandrina Victoria but was styled as Her Royal Highness Princess Victoria of Kent. 
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She was the first to use the title Empress of India. 


The Queen's first language was German. German was the language of her mother and governess. She also spoke English, French and Hindustani. 
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Queen Victoria was the first monarch to travel by train. The progress in transportation allowed her and Prince Albert to travel throughout the Empire. Her first train trip was in 1842. 
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Queen Victoria was 20 when the Penny Black (the first postage stamp) stamp was issued on 6 May 1840. Her profile on British stamps never aged; the design of her head remained the same for 60 years.

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Prince Albert introduced Christmas trees to the court and this was soon copied by Victoria's subjects(=citizens).

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Queen Victoria started the tradition of a bride wearing a white dress at her wedding. Before Victoria's wedding a bride would wear her best dress of no particular colour. 
The Victorian era is known for its conservatism. Queen Victoria was actually very vibrant and had a wicked sense of humor. Prince Albert was the more conservative of the couple. 
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_______________________________________________________Queen Victoria was the first sovereign to take up residence at Buckingham Palace, in 1837.
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One important step back to popularity was the publication in 1868 of the Queen’s book “Our Life in the Highlands”. The book was the Queen’s own diary of her life with Prince Albert and her family in her castle in the Scottish Highlands. The growing middle class liked it very much. They had never before known anything of the private life of the monarch, and they enjoyed reading about it. They were impressed by the fact that the Queen wrote about her servants as if they were members of her family.
She was the first British monarch to be photographed.

_______________________________________________________
Victoria was so overprotected that she was not permitted to walk up or down a staircase unless she was holding someone's hand.
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_______________________________________________________
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Albert was Victoria's first cousin. They had first met at the age of sixteen. Although they did not fall in love immediately, they enjoyed each other's company. Their family wanted them to marry, and Victoria readily agreed. Albert visited England again in 1839, when Victoria was nineteen and queen. This time Victoria fell in love at first sight. She described Albert as " handsome, such beautiful eyes . . . my heart is quite going." She soon proposed to him, and Albert accepted. Their wedding took place the following year, and the marriage was an extremely happy one. _______________________________________________
     The monarch married Prince Albert of Germany on February 10, 1840. He was her first cousin and was one of the only socially acceptable suitors in the world. She could not marry anyone of even a slightly lower social status. 

Victoria herself said that Albert was king in all but name. In fact, she wished to give him the title "king," but that was something the English people would not accept. At first Albert was unpopular, but in time his hard work brought him greater acceptance. In 1857 the queen persuaded Parliament to officially grant him the title "Prince Consort."
_______________________________________________________
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Victoria and Albert had nine children. Most of them married into Europe's royal family. She is still known as the Grandmother of Europe. 
________________________________________


Initially it's believed that Victoria was more in love with Albert than he was with her. But marriage proved to be a complete love match. 


Prince Albert was known as the Prince Consort. Queen Victoria's advisors advised her against naming him the King Consort.

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Every day for forty years after her Prince Consort had died, the Queen ordered that his clothes be laid afresh (=again) on his bed in his room at Windsor Castle.

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After Albert's death in 1861 she tried not to be in public. She wore black for the rest of her life.

As time went by Victoria began to rely on a manservant from Scotland, John Brown. A romantic connection and even a secret marriage have been contracted, but it was a fake. However, when                           Victoria's remains were laid in the coffin, two sets were placed  with her, at her request. By her side was placed one of Albert's dressing gowns while in her left hand was placed a piece of Brown's hair, along with a picture of him. Because of this story Victoria got the nickname "Mrs Brown".The story of their relationship was the subject of the 1997 movie Mrs. Brown.

When Queen Victoria died in 1901, at the age of 81, her own sons lifted her into the coffin. She wore a white dress and her wedding veil. Because Victoria had disliked black funerals, London was decorated in purple and white. Her last words were "Oh that peace may come."

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Victoria died on the Isle of Wight in the House of Osborne. She had the longest reign in British history. The Isle of Wight is a small English Island. 
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The current monarch, Queen Elizabeth and her husband Prince Phillip are both great-great grandchildren of Queen Victoria.

Ben Franklin, at the age of twenty-one, established the colonies' first library for all interested citizens of Philadelphia.

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Benjamin Franklin created the first political cartoon. Ben's newspaper, the Pennsylvania Gazette, printed the now famous drawing of a snake broken into eight pieces (eight colonies), each piece labeled with initials: "NE., NY., NJ., P, M, V, NC, SC". "JOIN OR DIE ".

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Ben Franklin, in 1761, invented the first original musical instrument created in America. It was known as the glass harmonica, or armonica as Ben called it. It became enormously popular in the eighteenth century, and music composed specifically for it was created by such famous composers as Mozart and Beethoven. Franklin also taught himself the violin, harp, and guitar.

Ben, who had less than two years of schooling himself, opened College in 1755, and, in 1791, it was officially named the University of Pennsylvania, as it exists today.

While working in a print shop during his first voyage to England, Franklin drank large amounts of water, even though his European colleagues drank beer. Thus, Franklin earned the nickname, "Water American."
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_______________________________________________________     He was the first mailman in Philadelphia. In his new post, Franklin greatly improved mail service in the colonies, establishing 24-hour service between the major cities of Philadelphia, New York and Boston. 
_______________________________________________________
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Gulf Stream: Franklin was one of the first people to chart the Gulf Stream. Since he spent so much time sailing back and forth from America to Europe as a diplomat, he was able to measure different temperatures in the Atlantic Ocean and chart the Stream in detail.

Vitamin C: Before it had even been discovered, Franklin encouraged the eating of citrus fruits, including oranges, limes, and grapefruits. Recognizing the healthy advantages of fruit, wise Benjamin coined the phrase "An apple a day keeps the doctor away."

experiment. They made a kite of silk on a wooden frame with a string of metal wire. Standing in the open doorway of their house, they flew their kite during a thunderstorm. Sparks jumping off the end of the string proved that lightning is an electric discharge. Benjamin Franklin's lightning – rod is now used all over the world.

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He published Poor Richard's almanac, that is a book which comes out every year and gives the list of the days of the year, together with information about the times of sunrise and sunset, changes of the moon, weather, etc. So clever and funny were many of the proverbs an the almanac that they are still used today.

Born 17 January, 1706, in Boston, Franklin started life in poverty as the eighth of 10 children.

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He also invented the Franklin Stove in 1742, which was an iron fireplace that allowed people to warm their homes less dangerously and more efficiently.

He also established the first fire company in America, as well as the first fire insurance company.

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The Tower of London
The Tower of London is situated in the City of London and is more than 900 years old. It was a fortress, a palace, a prison, a royal zoo. Now it's a museum, guarded by the Beefeaters dressed up in traditional medieval clothes. It's famous for the Queen's ravens and the Raven Master who takes care of them. A lot of people were murdered or executed in the Tower, among them were Thomas More (writer and statesman), Walter Raleigh (adventurer and writer), Anne Boleyn (Henry VIII's second wife), Catherine Howard (Henry VIII's fifth wife), Lady Jane Grey (the queen of England who ruled 9 days) and many others.
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Thomas More (7 February 1478 – 6 July 1535)
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Walter Raleigh (1552 – 29 October 1618)
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Lady Jane Grey (1537 - 1554) 
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Catherine Howard (between 1520 and 1525 – 13 February 1542)

The Ceremony of the keys
Every night, at 9.53 p.m. the Chief Warder of the Beefeaters of the Tower of London lights a candle lantern and goes, accompanied by his Escort, towards the Bloody Tower. In his hand the Chief Warder carries the keys, with which he locks the West Gate and the Middle Tower. Then they return to the Bloody Tower, where the sentry (часовий) stops them. Then comes the following dialogue:
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Sentry: Halt!  /ho:lt/ (=stop)

Chief Warder: The keys.

S.: Whose keys?
Chief Warder: Queen Elizabeth's keys.
S.: Advance, Queen Elizabeth's keys. All's well.
Having received permission to go on, the Chief Warder takes off his Tudor-style cap and cries: "God preserve Queen Elizabeth!" – "Amen" /'a:men/, answer the Main Guard and the Escort.

The Ravens in the Tower play an important part in its history. The early British king called King Bran was killed in a battle and requested that his head was buried, as a talisman /'tælizmǝn/ against invasion, on the "White Mount" where the Tower of London now stands. The Welsh word for Raven is Bran (as the King's name).
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To this day ravens are highly important and necessary occupants of the Tower of London. Legend says that should the ravens ever leave the Tower – a great disaster shall befall England.

It is said that at least six ravens should be kept at the Tower at all times to prevent disaster. There are currently nine ravens, whose wings are clipped to prevent them from flying away, and they are cared for by the Ravenmaster.

The oldest raven ever to serve at the Tower of London was called Jim Crow, who died at the age of 44.

Traitors Gate – the famous entrance to the Tower of London
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The famous entrance to the Tower of London, Traitors Gate, can be clearly seen by anyone passing up or down the river Thames. This infamous water-gate entrance to the Tower of London was designed by the Medieval architect Master James in the XIII c. as part of St. Thomas's Tower. 

It was originally built to provide a new water-gate by which the king could arrive at the Tower by river. The water-gate under St. Thomas's Tower has been known for over 300 years as 'Traitors Gate' because of the number of prisoners, accused of treason, who have passed through it.

The Two Little Princes in the Tower
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Their father king Edward IV died when his eldest son Edward V was 13. Edward V and his younger brother Richard who was 10 trusted their uncle Richard. But their world was collapsing around them. Instead of going to the coronation they were taken to the Tower. They were believed to have been murdered. No one knows who was behind the murder of the Two Little Princes whose bodies were discovered in the White Tower under the stairs leading to the chapel.

The Tudors firmly pointed the finger at the Princes' uncle Richard III but many scholars now name king Henry VII as the real culprit.

Anne Boleyn at Traitors Gate
The 29 year old Queen of England, Anne Boleyn, was arrested on the charges of treason, adultery and incest. King Henry VIII had been madly in love with her but this soon turned to hate when he met his third wife Jane Seymour.
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On May 2 ,1536, the Queen herself was arrested at Greenwich and was taken to the Tower by boat along the same path she had traveled to prepare for her coronation just 3 years earlier. 

She passed through Traitors Gate and was met by the Constable of the Tower at the top of the slippery steps leading from Traitors Gate. Her first question was: "Shall I go to some dungeon?" The Constable replied, "No, madam, you shall go to your rooms whereat your Grace lay before your coronation."

Princess Elizabeth (I) at Traitors Gate
Her sister Queen Mary (Bloody Mary) ordered her arrest believing that the Princess Elizabeth, the future Queen Elizabeth I, was a traitor. 

Princess Elizabeth was taken on Palm Sunday 1554, by boat, to the entrance of the Tower of London – Traitors Gate. Her thoughts must have raced back to that of her mother, Anne Boleyn, who had also passed through Traitors Gate and had been executed at the Tower when Elizabeth was just 3 years old. 

At the age of 21, the princess was terrified – she believed that she would never leave the Tower. Elizabeth refused at first to land at the gate, angrily proclaiming that she was no traitor. There was a heavy down pour of rain. Elizabeth had no choice but to be imprisoned into the Tower. She was released 8 weeks later.
