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Досягнення комунікативної компетенції є однією з найбільш важливих та актуальних проблем, що розв’язуються методикою іноземних мов. Перебуваючи поза межами англомовної країни оволодіти комунікативною компетенцією англійською мовою досить важко.

Важливим завданням викладача є наочне ознайомлення студентів з життям, традиціями, мовними реаліями англомовних країн. Використання відеоматеріалу сприяє реалізації найважливішої вимоги комунікативної методики – «...представити процес оволодіння мовою як збагнення живої іншомовної дійсності...». Відеофільм використовується для навчання аудіювання, створення динамічної наочності, ситуацій іншомовного спілкування, формування аудіовізуальної сфери вивчення іноземної мови.

Використання відеофільмів сприяє розвитку вмотивованості мовної діяльності студентів, розвитку їх уваги та пам’яті. Щоб зрозуміти зміст фільму студенту  треба зосередити свою увагу. Зорове, слухове та моторне сприйняття інформації забезпечує ґрунтовне засвоєння мовного та країнознавчого матеріалу.

Отже, систематичне демонстрування відеофільмів створює сприятливі умови для формування комунікативної компетенції студентів.

Для розробки завдань для роботи з відеофрагментами треба виконати такі дії:

· Визначити тему заняття на якому ви плануєте використати відео сюжет;

· Підібрати фільми (в межах фонду фільмів англійською мовою) де є відеосюжети на задану тему;

· Вибрати сюжет, який має відповідати певним вимогам:

            1-бути логічно завершеним, тривалістю 3 – 6 хв. 

            2- вміщати ЛО, які вивчаються;

            3- зміст має відображати загальнолюдські моральні цінності та знайомити з реаліями і традиціями англомовних країн;

(  Проаналізувати звуковий ряд відео фрагменту;

· Визначити нові ЛО, які є важливими для сприйняття сюжету, що будуть відпрацьовані на підготовчому етапі  та актуалізувати опорні знання;

· Розробити завдання для виконання під час демонстрації та на розвиток навичок і вмінь усного мовлення. 
Робота з відеофільмом:

Робота з відеофільмом включає три етапи:

1. Підготовчий

2. Демонстраційний

3. Післядемонстраційний.

1) Завдання підготовчого етапу мають на меті зняти мовні труднощі та полегшити сприйняття змісту відеофільму. Це завдання на введення та закріплення нової лексики, аналіз аутентичних розмовних формул, повторення раніше вивченого лексичного та граматичного матеріалу, аналіз лінгвокраїнознавчих реалій, вибіркове аудіювання окремих фрагментів відеофільму тощо.

2) Під час демонстрації відеофільму студенти виконують різноманітні завдання на встановлення характеру співвідношення звукового та зорового ряду (з’єднують персонажів з їх висловлюваннями, відмічають реалії, які демонструються і відповідні ним мовленнєві висловлювання тощо).

3) Завдання даного етапу передбачають перевірку розуміння змісту і використаних у фільмі мовних та мовленнєвих засобів. Особливе місце посідають завдання на розвиток навичок і вмінь усного мовлення (інсценізація діалогів; висловлення свого ставлення до подій, поведінки героїв тощо; рольові ігри; переказ змісту в усній і письмовій формі).
